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The Institute of Design and Disability (IDD), Ireland 

The Institute of Design and Disability (IDD) in Ireland is honored for its successful conduct of the Barcelona Project in which 97 local governments committed themselves to inclusive practices in policies, services and the built environment. The two-year project celebrated its conclusion in April 2004 at a conference in which the head of the Irish government, Taoiseach Mr. Bertie Ahern, T.D applauded the success of the Barcelona Project in Ireland. He said,  “The aim of the Barcelona Declaration has been to introduce the concept of "Design for All", into the mainstream of local authorities… " Ireland’s successful accomplishments with 97 local authorities was the highest success rate of any European country involved in the Barcelona Project. The Barcelona Declaration (1995) is a manifesto, which, if adopted, guides local authorities in fulfilling their responsibilities within the Equality framework regarding people with disabilities. 

IDD was established in 1991 following the European Conference on Design and Disability held in Dublin in 1989. The objective of IDD is to promote the inclusion in society of people with disabilities through the exercise of design. It has a membership of architects, designers, rehabilitating professionals and people with disabilities.
